In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of section 2 of the Kerala Public Services
Act, 1968 (19 of 1968), read with section 3 thereof, the Government of Kerala hereby make the

following rules, further to amend the Kerala Service Rules, namely:-

RULES

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) These rules may be called the Kerala Service (Fifth
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Amendment) Rules, 2025.

(2) They shall be deemed to have come into force on the 16™ day of September, 2023.

2. Amendment of the rules.- In Part I of the Kerala Service Rules, in APPENDIX VII, under the
heading "SECTION II - SPECIAL CASUAL LEAVE", after rule 19 D, the following rule shall be

inserted, namely:-

“19 E. Special casual leave not exceeding 21 days shall be granted in a calendar year to a
government employee for undergoing pacemaker implantation, subject to the conditions specified in

rule 19.”
